Press release from 17 Alcatel-Lucent’s trade unions 
Petition campaign : “golden parachutes : Ms Russo, waive it, Mr Tchuruk, repay it!” 
On September 16th 2008, 17 European and American trade unions with presence in Alcatel-Lucent sent a letter to Ms. Russo and Mr. Tchuruk. This letter asked them to respectively give up and give back their indecent golden parachutes. 

The petition collected at the time over 6000 signatures among Alcatel-Lucent employees and since then it has received several hundreds of additional ones. These « bonuses to failure » of 6 million € for Ms. Russo and 5.6 million € for Mr. Tchuruk are outrageous. 

In France, the Alcatel-Lucent employees’ message has received the support of Xavier Bertrand (Minister for Labor, Family and Solidarity), Claude Guéant (general secretary of president Sarkozy), Laurence Parisot (head of the MEDEF employers’ union) and other personalities. However, the board of directors of Alcatel-Lucent has not yet made any comments on this issue. 

Alcatel-Lucent former president and CEO have by now left the group. They have not replied to the trade unions’ letter. It is quite disrespectful. 

Mr. Tchuruk, who chaired the company for 13 years, left at the end of September without even a farewell message to the employees. Ms. Russo also left without making much noise. 

These silent and shameful departures contrast with the certainties displayed during the previous months by both directors. 
The 17 trade unions organizing this campaign once again state their claim: Ms. Russo, give up your golden parachute; Mr. Tchuruk, give it back!
